Repeal of Elections, Plebiscites and Public
Meetings Bylaw #05

Town Council Meeting

POLICY IMPLICATIONS

Windsor’s Bylaw #05 provides a lesser nomination fee than identified in the Municipal Elections Act. By
repealing Windsor’s Bylaw #05, the nomination fee would follow the Municipal Elections Act’s recommendation
of a $200.00 nomination fee and be consistent with West Hants, who does not have a separate policy/bylaw.
Should repeal of Bylaw #05 not be approved, the Municipality of the District of West Hants would be required to
establish a bylaw identifying a lesser nomination fee (or none at all}. Further noted, Bylaw #05 will need to be
repealed at some point in the very near future because it is solely a Town of Windsor Bylaw and will not be
effective for the new regional municipality.

AUTHORITY

Pursuant to the Municipal Elections Act, R.S.N.S., 1989, Chapter 300, (with Amendments to April 15,
2016), states that “every nomination paper shall be accompanied by a deposit of two hundred dollars,
provided that the council may by by-law specify that a lesser deposit, or no deposit, shall be required.”

Local government bylaws may only be amended or repealed by by-law. Amendment and repeal by-
laws are subject to the same requirements as the legislative authority to establish a new one. The
adoption procedures outlined in Part VII, By-Laws, Sections 168 and 169 apply to all by-laws including a
repeal by-law.

This By-law is entitled the “Repeal of Bylaw #05 — Elections, Plebiscites and Public Meetings Bylaw.”

PURPOSE
Bylaw #48 hereby repeals Bylaw #05 — Elections, Plebiscites and Public Meetings Bylaw.

Every nomination paper filed by or on behalf of a candidate in any election held
under the Municipal Elections Act shall be accompanied by a deposit of One
Hundred Dollars.

Whenever the provisions of any Act of the Legislature or any Bylaw of the Town
require that an expression of opinion of the electors of the said Town be sought
on any question or matter or if the Town Council deems it desirable to seek such
an expression of opinion of the said electors, then in each case unless a contrary
intention appears in such Act or Bylaw the same shall be sought by a plebiscite
of the said electors held for that purpose.

The proceedings for the holding of such plebiscite shall be as set forth in the
Towns Act and Municipal Elections Act R.N.S. 1989 Chapter 300.
